It would be especially wonderful to 

see many of our new friends sharing the day with us.  There will also be a raffle, which this time will not be limited 

to John Denver memorabilia so save those unwanted Christmas presents!  Funds raised from this Denver Day and 

Concert will benefit a humanitarian charity to be agreed on the day. 

There will be plenty of time to relax and chat, to browse our project information, and the photographs and 

memorabilia that we hope many of you will bring along.  In addition to performances from our talented musician 

friends, we are hoping to show some John Denver DVDs in a room separate from the main hall. 

We will provide tea, coffee, soft drinks and biscuits, included in the price of your ticket.  Please bring your own 

packed lunch.  There are shops, including Waitrose and Aldi, within walking distance of the hall should you need to 

buy sandwiches etc. on the day. 

Tickets are £5 each in advance, or £6 each at the door. 

We will aim to finish Denver Day at approximately 5.30pm with our usual circle singing The Wings That Fly Us Home, 

before we set up the hall for our very special concert by our good friends Neil and Gill Sharman, aka Timberwolf.  

In order to cover the expenses of the concert, tickets for the evening will be sold separately at £7 each in 

advance, £8 at the door – well worth the money. 

While we are preparing for the concert, you will have the opportunity to enjoy a meal at one of several pubs in 

Blaby.

Directions to Blaby Social Centre 

From the North (M1 J21): 

Click for Map on Google Maps website 

Take Exit 21 from the M1 

1. Keep left at the fork, follow signs for A5460/Leicester and merge onto A5460 – 0.3 mi 

2. Take the ramp to A563/Lubbesthorpe Way – 0.3 mi 

3. Sharp left at A563/Lubbesthorpe Way (filter lane at roundabout) 

Continue to follow A563, passing retail park on left – 1.5 mi 

4. Turn right at traffic lights – A426/Lutterworth Rd 

Continue to follow A426 – 0.2 mi 

5. Go under the low bridge and at the mini roundabout, take the 1st exit onto Leicester Rd 

The hall will be immediately on the right 

 

From the South (M1 J20): 

Click for Map on Google Maps website 

Take Exit 20 from the M1 

1. At the top of the ramp, turn left onto A4303/Lutterworth Rd heading to Lutterworth/Rugby/A426 – 

0.3 mi 

2. At the roundabout (with the airplane on it!), take the 3rd exit (right) onto A426/Rugby Rd 

Continue to follow A426 

Go through 3 roundabouts – 9.4 mi 

3. At the mini roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto Leicester Rd  

The hall will be immediately on the right 

 

From Birmingham / Coventry / M6 (via M69): 

Click for Map on Google Maps website 

Take Exit 2 from the M6 

1. Keep left at the fork, follow signs for M69/M1 and merge onto M69 – 15.8 mi 

2. At the roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto A5460 heading to A563/Leicester – 0.3mi 

3. Take the ramp to A563/Lubbesthorpe Way – 0.3 mi 

4. Sharp left at A563/Lubbesthorpe Way (filter lane at roundabout) 

Continue to follow A563, passing retail park on left – 1.5 mi 

5. Turn right at traffic lights – A426/Lutterworth Rd 

Continue to follow A426 – 0.2 mi 

6. Go under the low bridge and at the mini roundabout, take the 1st exit onto Leicester Rd 

The hall will be immediately on the right
